BUT, if you do get a sunburn follow these tips:

+ if you notice a sunburn starting-GO INDOORS-or at least get out of the sun
+ once inside take frequent cool baths or showers-pat yourself day-don’t rub
+ if you can stand a bit of rubbing-gently apply moisturizer containing aloe or soy
+ if you have any areas that seem especially uncomfortable-use hydrocortisone cream
DO NOT use “caine” products (such as benzocaine) these will irritate more than help
+ consider taking ibuprofen to help reduce swelling and ease your pain
+ DRINK EXTRA WATER to help prevent dehydration
+ if your skin should blister-leave them alone and allow them to heal slowly
