1/2# burger 4T butter-divided 3/4¢ onion-chopped
3/4c carrots-shredded 3/4c celery-chopped 1t parsley flakes
4c peeled potatoes-cubed 3c chicken broth 1/4c flour
1 1/2¢ milk 3/4t salt 1/4t pepper
1/4c sour cream 2 to 4 cups Velveeta (depending how cheesy you like)-shredded

Crumble and cook burger, drain and set aside. In same pan melt 1 tablespoon butter, saute onions, carrots, celery
and parsley until veggies are tender, about 10 minutes. Add potatoes, burger and broth, bring to a boil, then reduce
heat and simmer until potatoes are tender, about 10 minutes. In a small skillet melt remaining butter, add flour, cook
until bubbly, about 3 to 5 minutes. Add to soup mixture and bring to a boil, cook and stir for a couple of minutes,
reduce heat. Stir in the cheese, milk, salt and pepper, simmer until the cheese is melted, blend in the sour cream.

**GERMAN CHOCOLATE DUMP CAKE**

1¢ shredded coconut 1 1/2¢ pecans-chopped
1pkg devils food cake mix 80z cream cheese-soft
1/2¢ butter-melted 2t vanilla

2c powder sugar 1/2¢ chocolate chips

Prepare a 13X9 baking pan-sprinkle coconut and 1 cup pecans into pan. Prepare cake mix according to directions.
Pour batter into pan. In a large bowl, beat cream cheese, butter and vanilla until smooth, beat in the powder sugar.
Stir in chocolate chips and remaining pecans. Spoon over batter, cut through batter with a knife to make swirls.
Bake about 35-40 minutes, cool and top with whipped topping.
